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Garbage Tags 

Tags can be purchased at the transfer station located at 57 MacFarlane Street 

(coins only).  Prepaid garbage tags are $5 each and can be purchased at two 

locations: 

• Town Office - 52 Seguin Street 

• Hillcrest Grocer - 108 William Street 

Accepted Items for Residents 

The following items are accepted at the transfer station: 

• Chair - 1 tag 

• Couch - 3 tags 

• Drywall - 5 to 10 tags based on quantity 

• Household Waste - 1 tag per bag 

• Loveseat - 2 tags 

• Mattresses 

• Single/box spring - 1 tags 

• Double or Queen/box spring - 2 tags 

• King/box spring - 3 tags 

• Scrap Wood/Lumber - 5 to 10 tags based on quantity 

• Sofa bed - 4 tags 

• Trunk load - 3 tags 

• 1/2 ton truck or trailer - 5 to 10 tags based on quantity 

• Appliances with freon – 5 tags 
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The following items can be disposed of free of charge: 

• Electronic Waste 

• Recyclables 

• Scrap Metal 

o Including kitchen appliances without freon 

• Tires (without rims) 

• Yard Waste 

• Municipal Hazardous or Special Waste 

These accepted items are for Town of Parry Sound residents only.  Proof of 

residency is required when disposing of items.  Please be aware that if yard waste 

is disposed of by a contractor, the resident must accompany the contractor and 

produce proof of residency or the resident must provide the contractor with a 

letter, signed and dated, verifying the address where the waste was generated.  

The phone number for the resident must be included.   

Accepted Items for Businesses 

The following items are accepted at the transfer station free of charge: 

• Cardboard (delivered by a generating business) 

o Large quantities must be delivered before 2pm. 

• Electronic Waste 

• Recyclables 

• Scrap Metal 

Please note that if the cardboard is delivered by a contractor, there must be a 

staff member from the generating business present or the contractor must 
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provide the transfer station attendant with a signed and dated letter on the 

business' letterhead, verifying the origin of cardboard. 

There is no other commercial waste accepted at the transfer station including 

commercial tires and hazardous waste. 

Municipal Hazardous Waste & Special Waste 

Disposal is free of charge for residents of Parry Sound, Archipelago, Carling, 

McDougall, McKellar, Seguin & Whitestone. Proof of residency is always required.  

Commercial MHSW is not accepted.
